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Aims

This report sets out the conclusions and recommendations of the Review | was asked to
lead in October 2012 of the existing 7,000 plus pages of Government Planning Practice
guidance which supports the implementation of national planning policy, and which DCLG
owns or owns with other Government Departments or agencies. The aim was to enable
the production of an accessible and more effective set of practice guidance, dramatically
reducing the existing guidance, and ensuring that new guidance supports effective
planning.

The Group was asked to make recommendations as to:

e The scope and form of practice guidance that should be provided in future by
Government to support effective planning; and

e What new or updated practice guidance should be published, with clear priorities; and
what guidance should be cancelled.

e The Group was also asked to consider the scope to encourage the planning sector to
produce appropriate guidance.



Introduction

We note that the sector strongly advocated that this task should be undertaken as soon as
practical following the publication of the National Planning Policy Framework, and we
welcome the priority our work has been given by the Department.

We have now reviewed in detail all the extant DCLG Guidance - more than 200
documents, over 7,000 pages. It has been a huge task, and | would like to express my
gratitude to both the members of the group and the officials from both DCLG and PINs
who supported our work.

We have, during the course of the review, convened three round-table sessions to gather
the views of a broad range of organisations and practitioners as well as other Government
partners. These are listed at the end of this document. Although not conducting a formal
consultation, we have also received a number of submissions.

It is very clear that the system itself is no longer fit for purpose: itis currently neither an
effective suite of planning practice guidance to support plan making and development
management by the sector as a whole, nor is it in a form which can be effectively
managed and kept up-to-date by Government.

Some reflections first which have informed our conclusions and recommendations. We
have aimed not simply to remove from the current guidance that which is most redundant,
contradictory or out-of-date, but more importantly looked to create an altogether new
approach to guidance going forward to ensure we do not end up here again.

e A vast range of material — statements, circulars, guides, leaflets, letters from the Chief
Planner, material addressing reactive issues, joint material with other departments,
bodies, and the private sector, have all counted as ‘guidance’ simply by virtue of
carrying a DCLG stamp. These have never been effectively managed as a whole.
This is a critical consideration for the future if we are not to end up here again
and if there is to be effective management of the guidance suite.

e There are documents, dating back as far as the 1970s and 1960s, which whilst no
doubt valuable at the time of publication, are wildly out-of-date. Even documents that
state they will be (and need to be) regularly updated as ‘living documents’ have
sometimes not been amended since first publication — years or even decades ago.
Resources were put together at the time, including outside expertise, to produce them,
but the sheer quantity and diversity of material means the Department and its
predecessors have never had the resources to maintain them. A critical issue for the
future is that there must be a managed process for updating or cancelling
documents as time passes.

e Best practice guides may have nuggets of good and even essential information, but
these are often buried amongst extensive commentary and out-dated case studies.
Much of the commentary would be unnecessary if there was one coherent guidance
suite. Case studies date very quickly and can even contain advice that has sometimes
been long since regarded as bad practice; organisations - even departments - that no



longer exist in that form; legislation and regulations that have been superseded. It is
apparent that neither DCLG - nor Government more widely - has the resource to keep
this quantity of material and particularly case-based best practice advice current and
relevant. Given that many organisations provide this kind of case study based
advice it is not obvious why the Government should retain or in future produce
this material, and this should instead be sector led.

In many cases, it is clear that out-of-date documents have been retained because they
contain important nuggets that are in regular use but have no other source than that
particular document. In our roundtable conversations, external partners were able to
identify the key paragraphs - or even sentences - which were the essential material in
a particular guidance document. In future there needs to be an editorial process
that identifies and updates the essential items, and offers this as guidance,
excluding all that is unnecessary, if well intentioned.

The practice has built up of publishing regulations, circulars and even addendums to
manuals that amend earlier material rather than replacing it. The result is that a
particular piece of guidance may only be explicable and complete if several documents
are cross-referenced, making it unusable to those without specialist knowledge and
potentially (if the unamended document is relied on) misleading and even dangerous.
It should be the responsibility of DCLG - through the office of the Chief Planner - to
ensure that in future guidance is kept easily accessible, explicable, and in a
coherent form when updated.

In many cases, guidance simply sets out what is in legislation or policy - and embeds
the dependency culture of waiting to see what Government spells out rather than
enabling those at the front line to think for themselves. It also continues to encourage
lazy legislative thinking - if statute, regulations and Statutory Instruments (SI's)
were clearer, the wording would not need to be pieced together or clarified in
guidance.

The practice has built up of using Chief Planner’s letters and sometimes circulars to
highlight and explain changes or current issues, but these letters and circulars are then
part of the ongoing body of guidance material indefinitely unless specifically cancelled,
further confusing the waters. On occasion the wording adds to, and sometimes does
not accurately align with, the original regulation, Sl or statute, further confusing the
position. It should be possible to draw attention to or explain new guidance or
address current issues without adding to the body of formal guidance.

Going forward

We are clear that guidance can be essential and adds real value in terms of planning
practice. It covers important ‘how to’ material ranging from dealing with hazardous
material or tree preservation orders, minerals planning to the town centre first
sequential tests applied to supermarket developments, environmental impact
assessments to public safety.

Recent documents are generally much clearer and more succinct. We patrticularly liked
the style of the Introduction to Neighbourhood Planning, for example, and some of the



PINs guidance. This makes it clear that it is possible to present guidance that is
accessible, useful, and which if properly managed can be kept relevant and up-
to-date.

Across all those we met there is a clear understanding that the historic
accumulation of out-of-date, contradictory and unmanageable material must be
brought to an end, whittled down to an essential, coherent, accessible and well-
managed suite of guidance that aids the delivery of good planning. It must then
be maintained as such. Where there is a will, we believe there is a way.

Conclusion

Guidance should be cut to that which is essential and clearly defined and described as
Government Planning Practice Guidance. This is not just a matter of eliminating some
documents and updating others - it is about identifying the essential paragraphs,
processes and pointers, and cutting the guidance suite down to these elements,
making sure they are in a form that is clear, concise, relevant, accessible, and up-to-
date.

Whilst the right guidance is essential to all involved in the planning process, there are
limitations to what guidance can achieve. Guidance can never replace local judgement
and the application of professional expertise - it can merely assist. We have been
urged to find solutions to contested areas such as assessing viability, or housing
requirements. Guidance can and should clarify the ‘ground rules’ for these processes,
so there is clarity about approach, where evidence can be sourced, etc - but guidance
should support the application of local skills and judgement, not automate them.
Guidance also has a crucial role in helping identify what information is required in
different circumstances, to ensure proportionality and that decisions are appropriately
informed without undue burdens being placed on applicants or the decision-taking
process.

Best practice in the form of exemplar schemes from around the country is constantly
evolving, so this kind of ‘best practice’ material is not best managed by Government
but by practitioner bodies. It should be removed from current guidance and excluded in
future. Government guidance should instead highlight the organisations where such
material may be found where this is helpful, but it should not be the function of
Government to provide or endorse it.

There is a role for Government Planning Practice Guidance in explaining complex
regulatory and policy requirements, but this should not unnecessarily restate
regulations and Sls - rather these should be written clearly in the first place. In
particular updates should replace rather than amend, so that they can be read and
understood without having to piece together a series of amendments to earlier texts.

Crucially, the new guidance suite we propose must not be allowed to get into this
confused state again. Live management of the set of guidance must be the core task
for Government. The presentation, processes for updating, and the range of essential
material should be managed as a coherent suite by DCLG: this must be the only place



that determines Government Planning Practice Guidance, with a clear management
line of responsibility — we suggest through the Chief Planner.

It needs to be much clearer what is formal Government Planning Practice Guidance
supporting the National Planning Policy Framework and local planning management.
Anything Government says or produces may be taken into account by the courts or
others, but formal planning guidance should be recognised as such through being
clearly identified, referenced, dated and accessible in one place as a coherent and
understandable suite - whether by planners, developers, NGOs, community groups or
the general public.



Recommendations

Nature of guidance

1.

Going forward, it is important the Government is clear what Government Planning
Practice Guidance should include, and what should be excluded. Its function should be
to support effective delivery of plan-making and decision-taking, supporting the
delivery of policy and the legislative planning framework. To do this it must be clear,
up-to-date, coherent and easily accessible. It must provide essential information,
not unnecessarily repeat statutes and regulation. It should exclude best practice
exemplar type information, which is better provided by practitioner bodies.

Web-based, live resource

2.

In future, Government Planning Practice Guidance should be a web-based, live
resource, hosted on a single site as a coherent up-to-date guidance suite. The
Government should take immediate steps to build or identify a suitable site (as part of
its ‘digital by default’ programme), into which Government Planning Practice Guidance
can be decanted as it is brought up-to-date and rationalised. This is not a matter of
hosting documents of the sort that presently exist. Centred on the National Planning
Policy Framework text, it should use links and drop down menus (as well as a
searchable index) to provide the guidance that is relevant and needed by those
accessing the site. The guidance should be provided in an appropriate form - not
lengthy texts but prompts, essential information, required or recommended processes.

Active management

3.

The web-based Government Planning Practice Guidance suite must be actively
managed to keep it current, and held as a critical task by DCLG. As an accessible,
coherent live resource (that is no more lengthy than essential) it will be accessible and
understandable for all users, and those users should be enabled to draw attention to
omissions, inconsistencies and out-of-date material, and suggest improvements —
effectively creating an open source resource, managed by DCLG. To ensure it remains
as relevant, usable and up-to-date as is possible, an annual review would be
valuable, using open source methods to invite all views.

There will need to be a clear protocol for what material is admitted to the site and in
what style and format, and its maintenance as an up-to-date and relevant resource.
Best practice in document management is set out in ISO 9001, and we recommend
that either this or an equivalent management standard is adopted. We recommend that
the Chief Planner is given the ultimate responsibility for the site as gatekeeper and
upholder of these standards.

Because the site will be ‘live’ with continuous amendment (rather than individual
documents being published from time to time) it will be essential to be clear what
guidance was current at the time it was used. Material will need to be readily
printable and date stamped (in the way many legal websites provide legal resources)
so that anyone relying on the guidance can evidence that it was current when used.



The ability to download an offline ‘app’ would also be valuable to practitioners if the
technology allows, albeit necessarily date specific unless updated.

Guidance updates

6. Members of the public and interest groups must be able to access the site free of
charge, and it should make the planning system clearer and much more accessible for
them. At anytime everyone will be able to access the current, up-to-date information.
However, with a live site practitioners will need a system that draws attention to
changes as they take place, and on occasion explanation of new statute, Sls,
regulations, or immediate advice on current issues. These are currently provided in
circulars and Chief Planning Officer’s letters that become part of the impenetrable
mass of guidance documents - on the web, these can be provided by a bulletin/alert
system. Material that draws attention to changes or addresses immediate issues
should be in the form of such bulletins/alerts that inform individuals registering as
unique users of any changes or notices when they log in, but do not carry an ongoing
life adding to the body of formal guidance, unless that is specifically intended and
made clear.

Planning Inspectorate guidance

7. We note that PINS (the Planning Inspectorate) also publishes its own guidance. This
largely but not exclusively involves procedural advice aimed at assisting those
engaged with the appeal and examination systems. Whilst much of this is well written
and it is comparatively up-to-date, it constitutes a further set of government guidance
(as PINs is a Government body), and we have only examined in detail the small part of
it that came within our terms of reference. We have worked closely with PINs through
the review, and recommend that PINs guidance is incorporated into the new single
coherent guidance resource, and PINs should be involved as a formal advisor on
the maintenance of the guidance resource going forward. Additionally, guidance
is issued by PINS to specifically assist inspectors (the inspector information
system) and this should be reviewed to ensure that it complies fully with the
approach that we are advocating.

Cross-Government guidance

8. Other Government departments have an interest and give advice on aspects of
planning. Some of this material has been jointly badged with DCLG in the past, some
not. It is important that whatever material other departments wish to produce,
Government is clear that it only constitutes formal Government Planning Practice
Guidance once it is admitted to this website. There should be a coherent ‘house
style’ to keep it succinct, understandable, necessary - and in line with the rest of the
guidance suite. We believe all departments will be keen to use this planning guidance
‘gateway’, but there is a vital role for a single gateway for signing off all Government
planning guidance, managed by the Chief Planner. This will need agreement across
Government.



Signposts to best practice by others

9.

The new guidance website should signpost organisations providing best practice
guidance and other advice in relevant areas (e.g. links to heritage organisations
associated with the National Planning Policy Framework section on heritage) but not
endorse specific documents. In many areas annual awards of one kind and another
are given to exemplar schemes. DCLG might wish to consider working with LGA and
practitioner bodies to encourage (or sponsor) award schemes of this sort. This creates
a best practice resource for practitioners that by definition highlights new, innovative
and evolving best practice and is constantly updated - and draws attention to the best
in planning practice and development. We believe that supporting this approach is the
best way Government can support the dissemination of best practice.

Timetable and consultation

10.The present guidance suite is unfit for purpose, and could not simply be decanted

into the new web-based format. Indeed, it is vital that it is not. It will be necessary to
create new material, drawing out (in consultation with practitioners) the vital elements
from within the existing suite of guidance documents, updating and formatting as
appropriate to a web based resource, before decanting it into the new site. This should
be done as a matter of priority, and we believe the aim should be to complete the great
majority of this work by July 2013, subject to necessary consultation, legislative and
EU processes, etc. At that point all the existing guidance should have been, or be,
cancelled - so there is one up-to-date web-based Government Planning
Guidance resource.

11.0ur recommendations are a radical overhaul of planning guidance and include the

immediate cancellation of a substantial body of guidance. Whilst we believe they carry
considerable support (having taken soundings from a significant range of organisations
and practitioners and worked closely with PINs and officials) it is important for there to
be a formal Government consultation on our recommendations at this point to
check our conclusions and to inform the Government going forward.

12.The need for these revisions is urgent and widely acknowledged. In the context of the

National Planning Policy Framework and other recent planning reforms, very little of
the current guidance is fit for purpose or completely up-to-date. We recommend that
the Government should commence the consultation as quickly as possible; and aim to
complete the immediate cancellations, and work in progress on the preparation of the
website and the most urgent updating of guidance by the first anniversary of the
publication of the National Planning Policy Framework - 28 March 2013.

13.0Once the new web based guidance resource is fully established, accountability will be

in great measure achieved by the ability of users to post their comments and the
ability to relatively easily amend a web resource - allowing a ‘crowd-sourced’ check
to keeping it current. However, after a rapid transition to such a radically new format
we recommend that there is a second formal consultation at the point the resource
is live, to identify any weaknesses or improvements, and ensure the guidance suite is
then appropriate, coherent and up-to-date as a whole. By that time, a clear process for
maintaining the guidance should be in place, with an agreed house style and a set
process for changes to be made.

10



Cancellations, updates and new guidance

14.We attach a list of existing material we recommend for cancellation in Annex A, which
offers a significant immediate reduction — which in itself will bring some coherence and
clarity to guidance. Subject to further consultation (see Recommendation 11), these
documents should be cancelled as soon as practical, and the aim should be to
achieve this by 28th March 2013.

15. A further group of existing material (Annex B) deals with important subject areas that
need to be covered in future guidance, but not in their present form. There is no
immediate need to keep these documents and we therefore recommend that they are
withdrawn, but any relevant material should be incorporated into revised
guidance.

16.Some existing guidance, shown in Annex C, needs to be kept until it is replaced by
revised guidance. Each document in this group includes material that is critical to the
effective working of the planning system and needs to be retained until it is updated for
the new web- based resource. However, we stress that all the guidance will need to
be at least edited into a suitable format for the web based resource, and very
little fully reflects the new National Planning Policy Framework. We would not
regard it as acceptable if all that happens is that some documents are cancelled
on the basis of our recommendations, but much or all of the rest is left in its
present format and the whole system fails to change. If that happened, much
would remain out-of-date, and over time the guidance material would simply end up
back where it is now - over-complex and, when taken as a whole, incoherent and not fit
for purpose.

17.We have also identified a number of policy areas, mainly arising from the introduction
of the Localism Act and the National Planning Policy Framework, where there are gaps
in the present guidance and we recommend that new guidance, in a style consistent
with revisions to existing material, is prepared. This is shown at Annex D.

18. Finally, we were asked to indicate clear priorities for new and updated guidance. In our
view the greatest priority is establishing the new website and then creating a single
coherent suite of guidance within it. However, in terms of existing guidance and gaps
in guidance that urgently need to be addressed because they are particularly vital for
the delivery of good plan-making and decision taking, we believe the following areas
need immediate attention:

e Creating appropriate guidance to underpin the Duty to Cooperate, which is
central to implementation of the National Planning Policy Framework.

e Creating appropriate guidance regarding Viability, to ensure planning authorities
and developers have a good mutual understanding of what this test requires.

e Updating the Strategic Housing Market Assessment (SHMA) and Strategic
Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) guidance, to underpin the
delivery of the National Planning Policy Framework in plan making and ensure it is
used effectively.

11



Updating Climate Change and Renewable Energy, to bring this vital material up
to date and ensure it is used effectively and proportionately.

Updating Flooding, to bring this key material up to date and ensure it is used
effectively and proportionately.

Updating Environmental Impact Assessment, to bring this key material up to
date and ensure it is used effectively and proportionately.

Updating Sustainability Appraisal to bring this key material up to date and
ensure it is used effectively and proportionately.

Updating Biodiversity, to bring this key material up to date to reflect legal
requirements and new National Planning Policy Framework policy, and ensure it is
used effectively and proportionately.

Updating Development Management General Principles guidance regarding
prematurity and propriety, to bring this key material up to date, give new
guidance on financial considerations in determining applications, and ensure it is
used effectively.
